 Arrive in Tata 

 Continue along: Vértesszőlősi út 

 Turn right: Baji út

 Take highway M1 (Győr - Budapest) 

 Take the exit 67 towards Tata / Környe 

 Take Környei út towards Tata 

 Arrive in Tata 

 Continue along: Környei út 

 Continue straight on Táncsics Mihály 
Utca 

 Turn right: Május 1. út 

 At the roundabout, take the 1st exit 
Continue along: Ady Endre utca 

 Turn left: Baji út 
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From the Airport 
By Train 

 
We suggest to go by train from Keleti pu. 
 
From the airport to railway station 

 from Terminal2 by bus 200 to the final station (Kőbánya-Kispest) where you can take Metro line3 
o go 10 stops – Deák tér 
o switch to Metro line2 (toward Örs vezér tere) and go 3 stops – arrive to Keleti pu. 

 from Terminal1 
o also you can take bus 200 (see above) 
o or you can go by train to Nyugati pu. here you can take Metro line3 

Á go 2 stops (toward Kőbánya-Kispest) – Deák tér 
Á  switch to Metro line2 (toward Örs vezér tere) and go 3 stops – arrive to Keleti pu. 

 from both Terminals you can take either taxi or shuttle – related info here

Gesztenye fasor 

 Take the left to Bacsó Béla utca 

 Take the right to Ágostyáni út 

 Take the left to Petőfi Sándor utca 

 Continue along Damjanich utca 

 Take the left to Erzsébet királyné tér 

 Next to Sport utca 

 Take the left to Baji út 
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From the airport

We suggest to go by bus from Déli pu. 
 
From the airport to bus station 

 from Terminal2 by bus 200 to the final station (Kőbánya-Kispest) where you can take Metro line3 
o go 10 stops – Deák tér 
o switch to Metro line2 toward Déli pu. 4 stops – that's the final station 

 from Terminal1 
o also you can take bus 200 (see above) 
o or you can go by train to Nyugati pu. here you can take Metro line3 

Á go 2 stops (toward Kőbánya-Kispest) – Deák tér 
Á switch to Metro line2 toward Déli pu. 4 stops – that's the final station 

 from both Terminals you can take either taxi or shuttle – related info here

Arrive to Déli pu. 

 take Metro line2 and go 7 stops – arrive to Keleti pu.
